ELIGIBLITY - Applicants and Award Winners must meet all eligibility requirements. 
    1) Current full-time student in an accredited program. 
    2) Current Glass Art Society full-time student member. Join/Renew at www.glassart.org. Proof of student status required. 
    3) Did not receive a Glass Art Society Student Scholarship in the last 3 years (2009, 2010, 2011). 
 

BY SUBMITTING THIS APPLICATION – Applicants agree to the following: 
    1) To allow GAS to use the submitted images in online and printed GAS publications/media 
    2) If awarded a scholarship, to provide a short, detailed description about your conference experience 
   3) If awarded a scholarship, to allow GAS to use your artist statement in online and printed GAS media

Please note this is a blind jury, do not add your full name, gender or country on the application form, letter of intent or images (in file name or on 
documents), add only your initials. The student verification form is for office use only, it will not be viewed by the jurors so list your name as requested.  
 
1. STUDENT VERIFICATION FORM: Add your and your current teachers information to the Word .doc form and title the file “ Your Name_2012 

StudentVerificationForm.doc” 
 

2. APPLICATION FORM: Add the following to this Word .doc form and title the file “YourInitials_2012StuScholApplication.doc”: 
• Thumbnails - (approximately 1.5” or 4cm) 
o Image Descriptions: 

o Title of the piece 
o Year of creation 
o Dimensions (H x W x D & unit of measurement) 
o Materials and techniques used 
o Indicate best description for your artwork: see form 

• Artist’s Statement - maximum 600 words about your artwork. 
• Statement describing why you would like to attend the Toledo conference - maximum 600 words. 

 

3. ARTWORK IMAGES: Upload Five (5) jpeg images, RGB, 5"x7" at 150 dpi, max 1MB. Title the files “YourInitials_01_Title of Artwork.jpg” and so on.  
 
 

DIRECTIONS TO APPLY ONLINE: Review application information above and have all 7 files (5 digital jpeg images and 2 word documents) 
completed, formatted and correctly labeled - Ready to Upload. 
 

Go to www.glassart.org/Application_Submissions.html listed under the Conference & Events menu 
 

1. Click on View Active Calls and Create your Submission or Application  
2. LOGIN - email address & password. (all submitters must be current full-time student GAS members) Join or Renew www.glassart.org/Renew_Join.html 
3. Click on “2012 Student Scholarships to attend Toledo conference”. 
4. Scroll down to bottom of the page and click on NEW SUBMISSION. 
5. Title your submission in the following manner:  “YourInitials 2012StuScholarshipApplication”. 
6. Upload one file at a time by clicking NEW FILE, then BROWSE/CHOOSE FILE button, select the file from your computer, click SUBMIT to upload it. 
7. Continue to add NEW FILE until you have uploaded all required. You can also MODIFY your application and any uploaded files if needed. 
8. After you have uploaded all 7 of your files click the FINISH link to submit your application.  
 

Once submitted your application will be reviewed and approved by GAS staff to ensure all files were uploaded properly and are visible. Once approved the 
jurors will review your application submission. Contact patty@glassart.org in case of problems.
