	· Each proposal must be submitted separately.
· All submissions that meet the requirements will be reviewed by the GAS Board of Directors and Conference co-chairs.
· Notifications will be sent anytime between April through June 2012.
· Travel to and accommodations during the conference are the responsibility of the presenter.
· If accepted, a presenter will be contacted by a GAS Board member, or a Boston conference co-chair, and will be required to sign a contract and submit information for promotional materials by approximately July 1, 2012.
· Each presentation being proposed must be submitted in ONE category. Categories and descriptions listed below:

	DEMONSTRATION

Generally a one person presentation demonstrating a particular skill or process or style in a studio setting. Such as but not limited to: hot glass, flameworking, kilnforming or any technique that can be easily demonstrated in the 1.5 hour time slot, start to finish. Any special needs must be discussed and approved prior to acceptance and demo. If the necessary time, materials and or equipment for your presentation are not available, you may be asked to give a Lec-mo instead.

	LEC-MO (Lecture-Demo)

More like a cooking show where presenter speaks about, shows images of process, shows pieces in process, but may not actually demo process live - best for processes that are very slow such as but not limited to: kilnforming, coldworking, etc. Any special needs must be discussed and approved prior to acceptance and presenting.

	1.  A COMPLETED 2013 PRESENTATION PROPOSAL SUBMISSION FORM.  On this form you will need to:

     (Download from www.glassart.org/calls_for_conf_proposals.html or contact the GAS office.)

- Indicate the ONE Category the presentation is being proposed as.

- State the name, website and company name of who is going to give the presentation (if a panel state All involved).

- State the title of the presentation.

- Add thumbnail images and image descriptions for any included images supporting the proposal; maximum 4.

- Write a brief but detailed and specific presentation description; maximum 2 pages.

	2.  SUPPORT MATERIALS: IMAGES if applicable
- Upload a maximum of four (4) total images per proposal.

- RGB jpeg Format, 5”x7” at 150 dpi, maximum 1 MB. (same images as thumbnails & descriptions on Submission Form)
- Each image must be labeled in numerical order with artist last name: example “01_Smith.jpg” etc.

	3. SUPPORT MATERIALS: TEXT DOCUMENTS if applicable 

- Resume and credentials for topic/demo proposed (maximum 3 pages)

- For Panel proposals - Resumes (maximum 3 pages each) for each panelist besides yourself

- word .doc  is preferred format: example  “Joe Smith Resume.doc”

1. Click on View Active Calls and Create your Submission or Application
2. Anyone submitting must LOGIN
· Current or Expired GAS Members & those that have already signed up as a Submitter, can Login and view the Active Calls. (using your email address and password.)
· Otherwise you will need to Register to become a Submitter by entering your contact info and creating a password. After continuing to your profile you may edit it or Logout to return to the Login page and use the "Login and view the Active Calls" link.

3. Click on “Boston Conference 2013 Presentation Proposal”.
4. Scroll down to the bottom of the page and click on NEW SUBMISSION.

5. Title your submission in the following manner “(Your Name) 2013 (Category) Proposal”.

6. Upload one file at a time by clicking NEW FILE, then the BROWSE/CHOOSE FILE button, select the file from your computer, then click SUBMIT to upload it.

7. Continue to add NEW FILE until you have uploaded all required. You can also MODIFY your application and any uploaded files if needed.

8. After you have uploaded all of your files click the FINISH link to submit your application.

Once submitted your application will need to be reviewed and approved by GAS staff to ensure all files were uploaded properly and are visible. Once approved the jurors will be able to review your application submission.
